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Big increase in value added at Spen Valley Sports College

 

Spen Valley Sports College saw a big improvement on their position in the government’s league tables for schools published last week. Alongside a good rise in the percentage of students achieving five good GCSE grades including English and Mathematics, the school moved up fifteen places to be the seventh highest in Kirklees based upon value added measures. The Contextual Value Added score of 1009 for the school in 2009 places it very close to the top 25% of schools nationally, reflecting the success of students and staff in their efforts to raise standards.
